FUNDRAISING / VOLUNTEER INFORMATION

The Sidewinder Club uses only money raised from registration fees, donations and fundraising projects to run the club. Our fundraising projects have consisted of peanuts and candy sales, Mc Donald Grants, NHLPA grants and our weekly Bingo. The funds raised from our weekly bingo bring approximately 95% of our funds needed to run the club.
Note: For individuals and families that are in financial hardships, please submit in writing to a board member a request for assistance. Requests will be reviewed in confidence by the board and decision of financial support given to the requesting individual or family
The KW Sidewinders are committed to making Sledge Hockey affordable to all and are offering discounts for families of 3 or more players or reductions for participant in financial hardships.


Family Rate Plan:
Families of 3 or more players pay only half the registration fee for the third and subsequent players. This applies to the registration cost of the lowest division player(s) plus the insurance cost of $30.00.

Fundraising and Cost Reduction:
In the past we have fundraised in many ways and have compensated the entire club by assisting with reduced registration cost, tournament registrations, hotel fees, equipment purchases, transportation, etc.
The biggest on going fundraising effort has been the weekly bingo. This is a huge commitment which has been for the most part supported by a small group of people.
The board is continuing to use their System of Compensation for people that help the club with fundraising and organizational efforts on an on going basis.

Compensation “may” be given to help cost for:
1. Hotel rooms for tournaments
2. Miscellaneous equipment upgrades
3. On going maintenance of equipment
4. Registration
5. Other additional cost associated with club activities as approved by the board

Compensation will only be given after the board approval to active participants in approved activities with reasonable expectations.
